Senior Service Project
2008-2009
All Bishop Kearney High School seniors must complete a minimum of 30 service hours to participate in the graduation ceremony, to receive a BK diploma, and to receive a final report card and official and/or unofficial transcript of grades.  These 30 hours must be spent participating in Social Entrepreneurship.  By participating in Social Entrepreneurship, seniors become involved and engaged in the world. 
In Social Entrepreneurship, seniors will form a group with at least two other BK seniors, and will identify a social need to benefit a marginalized group in society.  Having identified the need, each group will develop a proposal to effect some change to help alleviate some of the suffering of the targeted group. 
There are numerous examples of projects to consider – tutoring at-risk students, performing a fundraising activity for any number of charities, organizing a canned food drive for parish food cupboards, and the like.  Service must be done with or benefit a not-for-profit organization.
Groups will submit written proposals to Mr. la Liberté.  Once approved, groups begin their action.  Work done on unapproved proposals will not be counted as service hours used to satisfy the 30-hour requirement.  The Flex period is the only part of the instructional day that students may use for service projects.
Before the end of each quarter, groups & individuals will submit a report on current status, number of individual hours spent to date, and the timeline for project completion.  Failure to submit this report will result in a failing grade on that quarter’s report card. All projects must be completed by May 1, 2009.  Students who do not complete their project by May 1, 2009 will have an additional two hours assigned, to be completed by May 8, 2009.  Each additional week delay will result in an additional two hours.
Graduation invitations, and caps and gowns will not be distributed to students until service hour projects are completed.
