1. Administration report – (Katie read e-mail from J. Locey – will insert here.)

2. Student Council – Amanda Webster reported Winter Formal was well received at Burgandy Basin in, with about 135 students attending.  Will likely use that venue again in future.

3. Financial Report – Carol Wynne distributed spreadsheet with 2010-11 BKPA events and budgeted / actual costs to date.  So far we are running well under budget with about $8,000 in reserve for the rest of the year's events.

4. Sports Boosters – Norm reported balance of $18,000 heading into spring sport season.  No update on parent team liaison for spring sports – need someone to drive effort.  (This was a topic of  J. Locey and J. Cypher from Feb meeting.)  Suggested that coaches get letter to parents of their teams, once rosters defined, identifying need of parent liaison to Booster club, as well as need of volunteers for running concessions and a point person for each team regarding concessions.   Many logistics need to be ironed out regarding management of concessions, certified cooks, Port-a-potty issues, etc.  Bill Pine agreed to talk with Norm about some concession ideas.

5. Spiritual and Social – Rene Onarato reported the next Family Mass will be April 3rd at 10:00 a.m. with Fr. Wheeland.  All agreed the menu from the last mass was great and to do the same for this one.  Committee will need to get favors for the mothers, for the mother / son brunch. Also, committee will need to arrange for cookies /punch for Jr. Ring ceremony.  Rene suggested getting sophmores to help with programs and to help serve.

6. Special Projects – Rick Gause will be completing paperwork to United Way to see if BK can be a certified site for Day of Caring on May 11.  If approved, project will be to repair, if possible, the Gazebo in back of school.  Rick distributed a flyer for “BK Family Make a Difference Day”, on May 14 from 7:45 to Noon.  Flyer / plans for day were great, and will be finalized and distributed in a “media blitz” to get as much involvement as possible.  Was suggested to get list of incoming families to include them as well.  Discussion about possible handout of a visor or pin to participants, as well as a dress-down day (pending approval by J. Locey) for students who come to help.     

7. Fund Raising -   Bill Pine distributed a packet of information regarding the upcoming Barnes and Noble fundraiser on March 26, 2011 at the store in Pittsford Plaza.  Bill has done a great deal of work planning this event, including a showcase of talented BK student performing through the day.  BK will receive between 10-20% back on purchases made that day, or the following week online, using the BK voucher code.  Need to spread the word!  Suggest using BK Facebook, Infinite Campus, church bulletins, etc.  Volunteers are needed to staff the Welcome Tables through the day (10 a.m to 6 p.m.)  Please contact Bill at wpine@rochester.rr.com to sign up for a slot.  Media blitz to be coming soon.  Also, Sue Accorso discussed possible BK fleece blanket fundraiser, minimum order 300 blankets, cost to school $22.50, could sell for $35-40.  Need to assess interest level.  Possible survey?  Email Sue with thoughts.

8. Communications – Jim Gilmore reported latest newsletter submitted to J. Locey a week ago, and will hopefully be mailed to parents soon.  Also, Jim discussed reinvigorating BK Buy-A-Brick project.  Has a very good deal associated with his wife's business.  4X8 brick for $60 and 8X8 for $90.  No minimum order, no money upfront.  Need orders by May 1st to have in place for graduation.  Media blitz forthcoming.  This will be a continuous program, initial focus this year.

9. Class Reps – PACE party plans coming together for senior class.  Graduation will be either at Nazareth or Roberts Wesleyan, due to size of this year's class.  Fran Martella reported on plans for a sophomore game night this Friday at BK, as well as a possible camping trip in May.  Also, there is not a representative for the freshman class this year.

10. Round Table – Interim president Tom O'Neil will be at the BKPA meeting in May.  Also, Alan Carroll has left BK to pursue an opportunity at BOCES, and Fred Tillinghast is now the Admissions Director.  It was not known as to whether he will take on that role in addition to the role of Dean of Students.
